To All Parents and Guardians,


Quarter two is officially over, and we are at the beginning of quarter three!  As mentioned is last quarter’s letter, the late work policy grows more stringent over time.  For quarter three, late work is only acceptable IF there is a parent or guardian’s signature and IF it is turned in within 5 school days, at which point it will be worth 70% of the original grade (a 30% penalty.)  For quarter four, the penalty for late work will increase to it being worth only 60% of the value of the original assignment.  Any work may be corrected and resubmitted or retaken within 10 days of the original due date.

It is very important to realize that the major reason why students fail in both Junior High and High School is because of late and missing work.  Because doing work on a daily basis is a critical requirement for future academic success and performance, I am instituting a new policy for the remainder of the year.  From now on, whenever an assignment is not turned in on the due date, I will send out an automated call in English or Spanish to the phone number on file to alert you that the assignment was not turned in.  It is my hope that this will encourage the students to be diligent in completing work, and prevent anyone from failing due to missing work.  


Progress reports will continue to be sent home on Thursdays, with the exception of shortened weeks and at the beginning of the quarter.  As always, students can stay after school for work time, to retake quizzes and exams, and for tutoring on any day of the week, with the tutoring day falling on Wednesdays.  All that is required is a note stating how late they may stay (no later than 4 pm) and if they will walk or be picked up.
